How to Recycle: 

CAP – remove any bottle tops, caps, lids, 

corks or seals 

WASH – make sure there are no smelly 

residues in your waste 

SQUASH – crush down your waste to 

take up minimum space in the bins. 

3 Reasons to recycle: 

RESOURCES – used materials are used 

to make resources, so there is no need to 

extract fresh natural resources 

ENERGY – making products from raw 

materials uses far more energy  

POLLUTION –extracting and processing
